CenturyLink Springfest Tournament Rules 

These rules are tentative and may be altered by the Tournament Committee. Finalized rules will be posted prior to the tournament date.

Eligibility

In order to be eligible to participate in this tournament, each participating team must submit to a Tournament Officer by the specified date, the following documents:

1. A complete entry application 

2. An official roster, completely filled out and signed by the coach or team official and league registrar 

3. A check for the entry fee 

Team Check-in

A team representative must report to the registration area one (1) hour prior to the team’s first match for team check-in with the following documents:

1. An official roster signed by the coach or team official and league registrar 

2. Official USYS travel permit for out of state teams 

3. Notarized medical release form for each player 

4. USYS laminated, signed, and league registrar approved player pass for individual players and coaches 

Player Equipment

No player shall wear anything which is dangerous to himself or to any other player, including but not limited to earrings, watches, heavy rings, medallions, medical casts, or splints. Shinguards are mandatory and must be worn under socks.

Rules of Competition

FIFA laws of the game apply to all competitions except as otherwise provided.

Substitutions

Substitutions shall be unlimited and made with the consent of the referee at any stoppage of play.

Overtime periods shall be used only in Semi-Final and Final matches to determine a winner. Preliminary matches may end in ties. Should the match remain tied after playing the appropriate overtime periods, FIFA kicks from the penalty mark shall apply in order to determine the winner.

Game Field and Team Responsibilities

Tournament Officials shall assign playing field(s). Each team will abide by the following:

· Be at your game ready to play, at the designated time. 

· First team listed is Home team. 

· Home Team will wear dark colors-Visitors will wear light colors, if possible. 

· Home Team is to change jersey if color conflicts. 

· No alcoholic beverages may be consumed on the property. 

· Game form is to be the official document and constitutes the record of the game. It is each coach’s responsibility to verify the final score. 

· Please leave the team area clean. The team following your match will appreciate it. 

· No pets are allowed at the complex. 

· Spectators must be on one side of field & players and coaches on the other side. Spectator Boxes will be marked. 

Protests

The Referee’s decision concerning all aspects of the match is final. No protests will be allowed.

Cautions and Send Offs

Any player or coach who is sent off will be ineligible to participate in the next tournament match. Further disciplinary actions may be imposed by the Tournament Committee. All player cautions and send offs as noted by the referee of the match will be reviewed by the Tournament Committee, and action will be taken if necessary. **Any player or coach sent-off must immediately report to the administration tent and remain there until the match is completed. If the offender does not leave the field area within two minutes, or fails to report to the administration tent, the referee or tournament director will declare the match a forfeit. Abuse of referees, tournament staff, or security staff will not be tolerated.

Forfeits

A team which fails to appear on the field with at least seven players (minimum of five players U-11/U-12 division) after the scheduled match time will forfeit the match.

Team that withdraws will result in forfeiture of all matches played or to be played within that round.

The score of a forfeited match shall be recorded as zero goals for and three goals against the offending team.

Termination of the Match

A match which is terminated by the referee for cause or weather conditions will be rescheduled by the Tournament Committee. This committee reserves the right to end the Tournament, shorten matches or reschedule matches in the event of inclement weather, and such decisions shall be final and binding. Preliminary matches terminated after the start of the second half, due to weather, shall stand. In the event the Tournament is terminated due to weather, winners will be determined under the point system described below.

Refund Policy

A team withdrawing from the Tournament before the entry deadline will receive a refund, less a 25% administrative fee.

There will be no refunds given to a team withdrawing after the entry deadline.

In case of tournament cancellation, there will be a 75% refund if canceled on or before Friday and 50% refund if canceled on Saturday. The remainder will be retained to cover expenses and start-up costs.

Other Rules & Guidelines

Any situation not covered by these rules shall be decided by the Tournament Committee and shall be final and binding.

Tournament Determination of Winners

3 POINT SYSTEM

· 3 Points for a Win 

· 1 Point for a Tie 

· 0 Points for a Loss 

If rankings are tied at end of bracket or round robin play:

· Winner of head-to-head competition 

· Highest goal difference (goals for minus goals against), 3 goals max. per game. EXAMPLE: 4 - 1 = 3 goal difference; 6 - 3 = 3 goal difference, 7 - 3 = 3 goal difference 

· Fewest goals allowed, all games 

· FIFA kicks from the penalty mark 

· Coin toss
